	Diction reveals character to a limited extent
Limited information is revealed through clues. A lot of “telling.”

Several significant errors in spelling and grammar
	Diction reveals some aspects of  character

Some information is revealed through clues. Some is told directly.

Several errors spelling and grammar
	Diction effectively reveals character
Clues are used to reveal information 

A few minor errors in spelling and grammar
	Words are carefully chosen to reveal key aspects of character.

Sophisticated use of clues to reveal information 

Spelling and grammar is near/flawless

	Application

-applies the 5 conventions of the dramatic monologue
-use of stylistic devices (identified by student)
-process work


	2+ conventions  missing or conventions are weak

Style devices  used awkwardly and/or ineffectively OR no style devices identified

Process work does not justify the final product.
	One convention is missing. Others are weakly represented

Style devices are used, but are often cliché.

Only planning notes OR rough draft completed. Little meaningful editing
	One convention is missing. Others are well represented

A few style devices are used effectively.
Weak planning notes OR weak rough draft. Little meaningful editing.
	All five conventions are present

Effective style devices are used often 

Planning notes, rough draft, peer editing all completed.
	All five conventions are present and sophisticated

Sophisticated style devices are used often to great effect

Planning notes, rough draft, peer editing all completed thoroughly
