Step 1: Read your assigned story

Step 2: In your group brainstorm how the issue presented in the fiction could impact us in the future.

Step 3: Assign each group member one of the following roles:

a. The Summarizer: This person will prepare a detailed summary of the story including details about plot, setting and character.  

b. The Researcher: This person will find an article on the internet, print the article, summarize the article and in detail explain the connection between the story and the article.

c. The Connector: This person will identify the major theme of the story and create 3 meaningful connections to the theme (text to text, text to self and text to world)

d. Passage Picker: This person will pick a significant passage to read to the class.  This person will explain the significance of the passage (focus on what we learn)
The Discussion Directors: Everyone will help create 3 discussion questions centered on the story & topic.  These should be open-ended and critical.  These are questions that stimulate discussion and cannot be simply answered with a yes or no. You will use them to lead the class in a lively discussion. 
Step 4: As a group plan your presentation and PowerPoint.  The sequence of events should include:

· A Title Page

· Agenda

· An engaging introduction

· The individual roles (see above)

· The discussion questions

· A conclusion that sums up our learning

· A Works cited page
